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Key Findings

Growth in students served from 466 in FY ‘00 to 741 in FY ’05.

The number of current students served in FY ’07 was 1,064.

Harper’s cost per student ($575) for legally mandated accommodations is comparable to other Chicago-area ($683) community colleges (excluding deaf/hh students), while the Harper cost per student for deaf/hard of hearing students ($6,714) is less than the state average ($10,000).

Students with disabilities attend an average of 5.25 semesters.

Students with disabilities earn an average of 86% of their attempted credits.

Accommodations (such as extended test time, notetaking and alternate texts), counseling and tutoring are the most commonly used services.

Testing accommodations have increased by 20%


Captioning services have grown recently


The number of students with autism/Aspergers is growing

Demographics

2,100 students were served from 2000 – 2005


54.1% were male and 45.9% were female


73.7% were white and 26.3% were non-white


25.3% of deaf/hard of hearing students were Hispanic or Asian


34.6% were 19 or younger and 65.4% were 20 or older

Quality of Services

98.7% of students served said they would recommend Harper to others.
97.9% of students served said they stayed enrolled as a result of using services.

16 of 17 completers (94%) contacted and interviewed said that ADS/Harper 
prepared them for the next step.

Faculty interviewed expressed that communication with ADS was very clear


and that consultation with ADS was very good.
